The symbol of Ramygala – the Church of St. John 
the Baptist – cannot be overlooked. The town is 
famous for the delicious pastries of the local 
bakery, the Savos Erdvės craft residence and the 
old mill. Walking through the streets of Ramygala, 
your eyes will surely be drawn to the house with 

BISTRAMPOLIS MANOR /
Bistrampolio g. 1, Kučių k., Panevėžio r. 

(55.59696, 24.35645), Tel. +370 685 66 151 
 
A walk through the halls of Bistrampolis Manor, 
built in 1850, will take you back in time. Today, the 
estate houses a hotel and restaurant, while the 
landscaped manor park is a great place for walks. 
The estate's grounds include a coach house, a 
horse stable, an ice house, a gardener's house, a 
rotunda and a chapel. Children's favourite place is 
the Bistrampolis Manor animal farm where they 
will meet fallow deer, and pet and feed alpacas, 
sheep and goats. 
 On the grounds of the manor stands the 
statue of St. Anne. Find it, make a wish and touch 
the head of the statue. They say it can make the 
wish come true. 
 

 
 ULIŪNAI SHIP / Uliūnų k., 

Panevėžio r. (55.62211, 24.35827) 
   
A real ship sits on a hill at the shores of the Uliūnai 
water body, suitable for swimming and recreation, 
lined with wooden sculptures. She has an 
important symbolism – with a lighthouse nearby, 

EDUCATIONAL-COGNITIVE GIRINIS TRAIL / 
Krekenavos girininkija, Panevėžio r. (55.53309, 24.11738)  
 
This educational trail is ideal for walks in the fresh air with your family. It is just half a kilometre long. The 
aim of the trail is to introduce visitors to the forest in a natural forest environment, and to encourage them 
to take an interest in nature and cherish it. Take your time and stop at the five information stations along 
the forest trail. At the end of the trail is the Girinis' hut, next to the observation tower overlooking the 
picturesque valley of the Linkava rivulet and the escarpment. After you have walked the entire trail, visit the 
game enclosures near the forestry with grazing fallow deer and mouflons. 
      Tell the children what grows and lives in the forest. Listen to the sounds of the forest and try to 
guess what sound it is.  
 
NEVĖŽIS RIVER VALLEY COGNITIVE TRAIL / 
Gringalių k., Panevėžio r. (55.52201, 24.087826) 
 
The Krekenava Regional Park counts about 100 old riverbeds of the Nevėžis River, in various shapes. This 
Nevėžis River Valley nature trail winds along one of them. The trail is great for walks for the whole family. 
The nature trail is 1.6 km long, and equipped with a 6 m high observation tower. The trail is fun to follow in 
all seasons, and it is interesting to observe the changes in nature during di�erent seasons.   
       Once you've climbed the tower, take a look around. What do you see? What do you hear? 
  
TRAIL OF SENSES / 
Dobrovolės k. 2, Krekenavos sen., Panevėžio r. (55.55233, 24.10534) 
  
When travelling along this trail, the most important thing is not to rush, but to take your time and focus on 
your senses: hearing, sight, touch and creativity. The trail is 0.5 km long and has 12 recreational stops 
where you can experience a variety of sensations. Try to feel, understand and hear what the wind, the 
earth, the trees, the water tell you. Take your time. Admire the shimmering river ribbon with its woven 
patterns of aquatic plants, listen to the rustle of the trees, touch the gifts of the earth, and take in the energy 
of life – to become part of nature.

painted shutters and walls laced with many 
coloured buttons – from very small to very large.

It is one of the most spectacular places in the 
whole of the Panevėžys region. Here you will see 
Europe's largest animal – the Lithuanian bison. 
These mammals are listed in the International Red 
Book. The revival of bison in Lithuania began 
here in 1969. There is a viewing platform for 
animal observation in the bison farm, and the 
600-metre Girinis cognitive trail stretches 
alongside it. 
  Find out why all the bison names here 
start with the syllable “Gi”.
 

 
RAPOLAS STONE / Varnakalnio k., 

Panevėžio r. (55.52978, 24.11387) 
 
Near the Girinis trail, on the right bank of the 
Linkava River, lies a stone brought here by 
glaciers, with the unique name of Rapolas. Due to 
its impressive size – 14.54 m in circumference, 
2.55 m high, 5.14 m long and 4.18 m wide – it has 
been a protected natural monument since 1964. 
Also because of its size, Rapolas is often referred 
to as the cousin of Puntukas by locals and visitors. 
               Find  out  why   this   stone   was   named

Climb up and 
admire the meandering course of the Nevėžis 
River and the valley with its labyrinthine old 
riverbeds.

If you want to spend more time with these 
animals, you can walk with a herd of goats along 
the Kiršinas stream.

Today, this 
three-storey mill no longer grinds flour. It is home 
to the Flax Museum, where you can learn about 
the 19th-century methods of flax processing, see 
ancient flax processing and household tools and 
weaving looms, and learn about flax's journey 
from the stem to the cloth.

UPYTĖ CASTLE MOUND 
(ČIČINSKO KALNAS) /

Near Upytė is a hillfort enshrined in legends and 
tales. The mound once used to be an island, 
surrounded by Lake Vešeta. Today, only a small 
stream remains. Upytė Castle Mound got the 
name of Čičinskas Hill because of a wicked 
nobleman, Vladislav Sicinskis, who lived there. 
Many stories and legends were later created 
about Čičinskas, the most famous of which is that 
the cruel Čičinskas was struck down by a 
thunderbolt for his sins, and his whole estate sunk 
in the ground. The hollow that remains in the 
hillfort bears witness to the site of the sunk manor.
